Greetings from Brazil! You may have heard on the news that Brazil has had a lot of rain, and flooding, and people being forced from their homes because of flooding. Yes, that happened, but only in the southern part of Brazil. Here it is has been very dry. Most of the counties in this area have proclaimed drought disaster. Many communities are without adequate water. Boa Vista, where we live, has had adequate water, though the river is very low. But rainy season should start shortly.

Indian health care here has had a big change. The government has contracted with an evangelical mission from the south of Brazil. This mission has some 50 years of experience working with Indians in health and education and church development. They have a huge job to do, and there are a lot of bureaucratic problems to solve, but so far they are doing well.

Beth’s mother visited us in November, Victoria came down from college in Kentucky for Christmas, and Christina was home for Christmas from the mission school in Manaus. In January, we had our annual mission conference. Tim gave the main teaching and challenge to the young people – the missionary children, who responded very well.

An item of special praise: we had mentioned that we were needing some more financial support. Various individuals and churches have made extra contributions, and we were able to end the year in the black! Praise the Lord, and a special thanks to all of you who made this possible!

The construction of the hospitality apartment is coming along. The first unit is getting close to being finished.

Up to this point, we have spent four or five years in Brazil, then one year in the United States. One of the main reasons has been so that our daughters could do a whole year of school in the US. Well, they are growing up, Victoria is in college, and Christina will be a senior in high school this fall. So now,  after being in Brazil about two years, we will be coming to the US this summer for about three months, then returning to Brazil the beginning of September. We do hope to see a good number of you during this time.
