American Minute with Bill Federer, September 21
On SEPTEMBER 21, 1924, America's 30th President, Calvin Coolidge,addressed the Holy Name Society in Wash-

ington, D.C., saying: "The worst evil that could be inflicted upon the youth of the land would be to leave them with-
out restraint and completely at the mercy of their own uncontrolled inclinations. Under such conditions education
would be impossible, and all orderly development intellectually or morally would be hopeless." Calvin Coolidge
continued: "The Declaration of Independence...claims...the ultimate source of authority by stating...they were...
'appealing to the Supreme Judge.of the World for the rectitude of' their 'intentions."... The foundations of our inde-
pendence and our Government rests upon basic religious convictions. Back of the authority of our laws is the au-
thority of the Supreme Judge of the World, to whom we still appeal." President Calvin Coolidge concluded: "It
seems to me perfectly plain that the authority of law, the right to equality, liberty and property, under American insti-
tutions, have for their foundation reverence for God. If we could imagine that to be swept away, these institutions of
our American government could not long survive."

From the Student Ministries Pastor...

The following question was once asked by a student and just below that is my written answer to that
guestion — it's one of several questions asked by some of our students that will soon be part of a
future resource where we answer gquestions students have straight from God’s Word.

P Do we still have to listen to authority when someone is “power hungry?”

Romans 13:1-5

1 Every person is to be in subjection to the governing authorities. For there is no authority except from God, and
those which exist are established by God. 2 Therefore whoever resists authorify has opposed the ordinance of God ;
and they who have opposed will receive condemnation upon themselves. 3 For rulers are not a cause of fear for
good behavior, but for evil. Do you want to have no fear of authority? Do what is good and you will have praise from
the same; 4 for it is a minister of God fo you for good. But if you do what is evil, be afraid ; for it does not bear the
sword for nothing; for it is a minister of God, an avenger who brings wrath on the one who practices evil. 5 Therefore
it is necessary to be in subjection, not only because of wrath, but also for conscience’ sake.

The only time we are not to obey authorities is when it would require
us to be disobedient to God’s word.

Acts 4:18-20

18 And when they had summoned them, they commanded them not fo speak or feach at all in the name of Jesus.
19 But Peter and John answered and said to them, "Whether it is right in the sight of God to give heed fo you rather
than fo God, you be the judge ; 20 for we cannot stop speaking about what we have seen and heard.”

1 Peter 3:13-17

13 Who is there to harm you if you prove zealous for what is good? 14 But even if you should suffer for the sake of
righteousness, you are blessed. AND DO NOT FEAR THEIR INTIMIDATION, AND DO NOT BE TROUBLED, 15
but sanctify Christ as Lord in your hearts, always being ready to make a defense fo everyone who asks you to give
an account for the hope that is in you, yet with genffeness and reverence ; 16 and keep a good conscience so that in
the thing in which you are slandered, those who revile your good behavior in Christ will be put to shame. 17 For it is
better, if God should will it s0, that you suffer for doing what is right rather than for doing what is wrong.

Titus 3:1-2
1 Remind them to be subject to rufers, to authorities, to be obedient, to be ready for every good deed, 2 fo malign no
one, to be peaceable, gentle, showing every consideration for all men.

> Can we tell them they are abusing authority?
1 Peter 2:18-19
18 Servants, be submissive to your masters with alf respect, not only to those who are good and gentle, but afso fo
those who are unreasonable. 19 For this finds favor, if for the sake of conscience toward God a person bears up
under sorrows when suffering unjustly.

1 Peter 5:5-7

5 You younger men, likewise, be subject to your elders; and all of you, clothe yourselves with humility foward one
another, for GOD IS OPPOSED TO THE PROUD, BUT GIVES GRACE TC THE HUMBLE. 6 Therefore humble
yourselves under the mighty hand of God, that He may exalt you at the proper time, 7 casting all your anxiety on
Him, because He cares for you.

*If you are going to speak to someone who is abusing authority, first pray and ask God to give you a
humble spirit and clear words. When you meet with that authority, go with an attitude of humility and
respect; say what you need to say and say it in a calm yet direct way. If they refuse to listen, thank
them for their time and trust God to deal with the situation.
